The Christmas count down is on! 
We are writing to inform you of upcoming road closures in Bath due to the Bath Christmas Market taking place in the city centre. As part of the planning and delivery of this event, certain roads will be temporarily closed to ensure the safety of attendees, staff, and the general public.
We're thrilled to be returning this year to celebrate our 25th Anniversary, but we recognise that the Market can cause some disruption, so we’re committed to giving you as much advance notice as possible to help you plan for deliveries and general access.
· Build Dates: Monday 17th November to Wednesday 26th November
· Event Dates: Thursday 27th November to Sunday 14th December, Residents Preview Evening 5pm to 7pm on Wednesday 26th November
· Break Dates: Monday 15th December to Friday 19th December
Road Closures and Restrictions
Road closures have been agreed in accordance with Avon & Somerset Police to facilitate the build, event itself, and breakdown of the event. During the events operational days (Thursday 27th November to Sunday 14th December – Wednesday 26th November roads will be closed until 9pm), across the site all roads will be closed 6am to 9pm, with managed access between 6am and 9am. Please make sure you plan for deliveries to be in and out before 9am. If vehicles are left on site after 9am they may be removed. York Street will be closed 24/7, but with managed access 10pm to 9am.
Saturday 6th December – Due to a Bath Rugby home game on Saturday 6th December (kick off at 8pm) all roads will be closed until 10:30pm. 
Blue badge holders, as in previous years, will have restricted access where all road closures are in place. Those that are residents on Cheap Street, Westgate Street, and Upper Borough Walls will be allowed access via Cheap Street (only) during the closures; however, all other blue badge holders will be turned away.

Please be aware that if the site remains busy and pedestrian flow is still high at 9pm, under our ATTRO (Anti-Terrorism Traffic Regulation Orders) we reserve the right to keep the roads closed until it is deemed safe to reopen them.
Access for emergency services will be maintained at all times, and stewards will be on-site to assist with any queries. 
We understand that road closures can be inconvenient, and we appreciate your patience and cooperation. Our team here at B&NES is working closely with Avon & Somerset Police to make sure that the site is safe for all, whilst ensuring minimal impact on residents and businesses.
